We started
the term with Freshmen Move-in day. It is always so exciting to meet all of the new students
and be able to serve them by helping them move into the dorms. It is also very strategic in
reaching the freshman class each year. We figure if we can reach every freshmen each year,
than by the end of 4 years we will have reached the entire university. During move-in we
have the students fill out a 30-second spiritual survey which shows us either the students
who already know the Lord and are ready to get involved with the movement, are not sure
what they believe, or students who don’t know and maybe don’t want to know the Lord. We
also invite them to a beach trip at the end of the week.

The beach trip this year was awesome and always blesses my heart. We took about
40 students to the beach, some new and some returning students. It is such a great way to
spend time getting to know them and find out what they are all about. Some students form
relationships with each other on that trip that last throughout their entire time in college. Some
students are even introduced to a relationship with the Lord on that trip.
